MANAGER’S NOTES:     
In the May newsletter, I gave you an update on the retaining wall here at the Office.  It had become hazardous and 
needed to be replaced.  Our contractor proposed a 6 inch concrete wall on the existing footer.  This was proposed to the 
City of Lancaster but the City of Lancaster is requiring a 12 inch poured concrete wall with a new footer, 32 inches deep 
and 24 inches wide.  These requirements have significantly changed the project.  Our delay has been obtaining drawings 
and the waiting period after applying for the permit.  The permit has just been approved and the contractor is ready to 
proceed.  Signs will be posted directing access to the office & mailboxes through the Activity Building for a short time. 
 

ATTENTION:  GOLF CAR OWNERS  
Every season it seems there are more golf cars on the grounds.  Rules regarding golf cars are in the “Traffic and Parking” 
section.  If you are a new golf car owner or have had one previously, it would be to your advantage to review these rules. 
 A few highlights are: 

· Golf cars are to be operated only by responsible drivers.   Children should not operate golf cars without an adult 
seated beside them.  At no time should anyone under the age of 16 operate a golf car without an adult present. 

· Drivers will obey all traffic rules.  Speed limit is 10 mph.  
· Golf cars must have operational headlights and taillights/reflectors if used at night.  “Old - Auditorium”  
· You must register your golf car at the Camp Ground Office to obtain a vehicle sticker.
