BOARD MOTIONS:  �
The following motions were passed at the May 19, 2008 board meeting: 

1. That the Camp Ground allow off-season camper storage for non-Association  
members at a charge of $30.00 per month.  The Camp Ground will assume  
no liability for items stored. 

2. That the board approve the proposed draft of the 2009 budget. 
3. That the board approve expenditure for painting the Hotel from the Seifert Restricted Fund. 
4. That the pool expenditure be increased by $5,000.00 to cover additional cost of repairing the skimmer. 

 

The following motion was passed at the June 16, 2008 board meeting: 
1. That the Ety Road gate be closed effective June 23, 2008. 

 

MANAGER’S NOTES:  

At the June board meeting, the board voted to close the Ety Road gate effective June 23.  I know this will be an 
inconvenience for some but there are several things to consider.  The City of Lancaster has expressed concern about 
the access being two-way, in and out of the grounds, especially since the pavement is basically only wide enough for 
one lane.  I was told by the City official that their biggest concern is when someone is stopped on Ety Road, turning 
left into the grounds.  If they are forced to wait on oncoming traffic, vehicles will stop behind them and someone 
coming over the top of the hill will not be aware of the pending hazard.  This gate represents a liability issue for the 
Camp Ground.  In discussion after the motion was made, the board agreed that they will continue to study the 
situation.   
 

I know all of you are anxiously watching the swimming pool project.  Progress is being made but the contractor is 
approximately three weeks behind schedule.  The new concrete floor and steps have been installed.  The pool walls 
and areas of the concrete deck will be patched.  The delay now is the curing time for the concrete and patching 
material.  Once that has elapsed, the caulking and painting will be completed.  This also has to cure but after that we 
will be ready for water.  Tentative opening date is July 1.  Keep those fingers crossed!! 
 

Construction on the Davis Auditorium is scheduled to begin any day.  Permits have been secured and a contractor 
hired to address the sagging southeast corner.  The contractor, Claggett Brothers, Newark, Ohio, will install a new 
foundation in this corner as well as a new sill plate.  This construction area will be temporarily closed to everyone.  
The next step in the restoration process will be the installation of the bracing timbers in the truss system inside the 
building.  This part of the project will not be scheduled until adequate funding is in place.

If you have an old appliance or water heater that need to be removed, please contact the  
office and, for a small fee, the maintenance staff will remove it.  We then hold onto these  
items and eventually a contractor is called in and takes the appliances to a recycling unit.   
 

T-BALL:  
The Lancaster YMCA will be using our Shelters and ball diamond near the front gate again this season for T-ball.  The 
schedule is for them to use the diamond on Tuesday evenings, with Thursday as a rain date, during June and July.  
YMCA officials expressed their appreciation to the Camp Ground for donating use of this facility for the kids. 
 

DELIVERIES:  
Please, if you have anything delivered ask them to use a small truck or van.  Tell them they must stop at the office 
before entering the grounds.  It makes it much easier for everyone if one of our maintenance guys can give them the 
best streets to take, rather than them getting lost or tearing down low hanging lines.  Make sure they have your cottage 
number not your mail number, which confuses quite a few delivery people. 
 

MOSQUITO FOGGING:  
The mosquito fogging schedule is a follows, weather permitting.  Signs will be posted around the 
grounds.  Fogging will take place at dusk.  If the need arises, we will schedule additional 
treatments.

As everyone knows, there are no assigned parking spaces.  Parking at the Camp Ground is a common problem and 
courtesy and common sense must prevail.  Residents deal with this situation on a daily basis but when you have 
guests, it is your responsibility to advise them where to park properly and legally.  If you have any questions, please 
contact the Camp Ground Office. 



 

REMINDER:  NO PETS  IN ASSOCIATION OWNED BUILDINGS:  
Please be reminded that the rules state “Pets are prohibited inside all Association owned buildings”.  
(except working dogs).    
 

DOG OWNERS – YOU ARE RESPONSIBLE: 
Complaints continue to come into the Camp Ground office regarding dog owners not cleaning up 

after their pets.  Please refer to the Camp Ground Rules, Pet Rules Section, rule #8: “All 
droppings must be picked up when walking a pet.  This includes the yard around the pet owner’s 
cottage.  The community green refuse cans are not to be used for disposal of droppings.” 

Droppings should be collected by the pet owners immediately.  If the situation is reported to the manager, 
addressed with the pet owner, and not corrected, the rule violation procedure will be initiated.  In addition, trash 
collection and access to the area around the cottage may be suspended. 
If you cannot clean up yourself you can hire someone such as: K9 Doody  653-1411  Dave or Robin. As low as 
$10 per yard.  There may be others doing the same service, if you need help with your yard - check it out.

GOLF CARTS ARE HERE TO STAY:  
The horse and buggies that came to Lancaster Camp Ground in years past have been replaced by, of all things, golf 
carts.  Golf carts are a great way to travel the grounds, socialize and just be “out and about”.  Along with owning a golf 
cart comes responsibility.  These carts are large enough to physically injure someone if there were struck or to do 
damage if involved in a collision.  In addition, golf cart operators should not travel through the grass if at all possible.  
The carts should remain on the pavement and obey speed and traffic signs.  Another area of concern, with respect to 
golf carts and safety, is around the auditorium.  There are four (4) blind corners around the building and extreme 
caution should be used at all times in this area.  The safest way to travel around the auditorium would be for the golf 
carts to travel at the edge of the asphalt which would give you maximum visibility for oncoming pedestrians and other 
traffic.  Remember, be careful and respect the property of others.
