Shoveling snow is intense exercise. Too intensedme people. “The biggest danger is if you'veleen
active. It puts such a sudden strain on the Hesays Dr. Mieres, a cardiologist at N.Y.U. Medi€nter.
Before having a go at the snow, bear in mind the flowing advice:
Eat Lightly - A heavy meal before shoveling can put an exiaal lon your heart.
Don’t Drink - Alcohol can cause you to underestimate the voaudkl
Shovel Early - Shovel while the snow is still fresh. It's béstshovel often rather than wait till it's over &
deeper.
Dress Warmly - Dress in layers so you can remove outer ongswaseat up.
Pick Plastic- Choose a shovel with a plastic blade. It'stiéghand puts less stress on your heatt.
WD-40 - Spray it on your shovel so the snow doesn’kstic
Warm Up - Allow your heart rate to increase gradually loynd) some light stretching and
start with small shovels of snow for five minsit@ so. Work up from there.
Use Good Form- Push the snow, when possible, rather thartliftfiyou must lift, do not throw snow over your
shoulder or far to the side. The twisting moti® hard on the back and adds unnecessary exertion
Pace Yourself- Take frequent breaks and rest until your bregticsiomes back to normal.
Know When To Stop- If you feel a fullness, pain or pressure in yohest, stop shoveling and call 911, while
you are waiting for the ambulance chew a 325 mgrisp
