IMPORTANT NOTICE: COTTAGE WATER PROBLEMS
Because of the extreme cold temperatures recemitiyierous cottages have experienced frozen wats. limhese
lines either break as they freeze or become evinlere the weather warms and the ice melts, expdsendamaged
water line. The maintenance staff has respondedrteerous requests to have the water service tagest turned off.
Many of these water turn-off orders have been &iters, requiring the maintenance staff to respondvertime.

In the past, cottage owners have been encouragestad their own water shut-off valve just insithe cottage where
the water line enters. If one of these valves @ace and a water line breaks, the cottage owaeld be able to turn
their own water off immediately thereby significgnteducing damage to the cottage, stopping waiten foeing
wasted, and eliminate the expense of maintenaaffestrtime. It is also to your advantage to hiiweshut off valve
if you need to do plumbing repairs.

Effective March 1, 2009, a service call in the amau of $100.00 will be charged to the cottage owndrthe
maintenance staff is called in after hours to turrthe water off because of a water problem inside theottage.

Note: This charge will not apply to requests tmtilne water off during business hours or if théavaroblem is
not the responsibility of the cottage owner.
