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BOARD MOTIONS:  
The following motion was passed at the June 15, 2009 board meeting: 

1. That the “Policy for the Sale of Association Owned Buildings” be amended to  
exclude any Association owned buildings previously advertised and listed for sale. 

2. That the phrase “and the appraised value will be the minimum bid advertised” be  
deleted from the “Policy for the Sale of Association Owned Buildings. 

3. That the counter-offer of $10,000 for the Lowana from Joe and Ada Parsons,  
with tree removal at the buyer expense, and sold in “as is” condition be accepted. 

The following motion was passed at the July 13, 2009 board meeting: 
1. That a separate bank account for escrowing real estate taxes be opened. 

  
MANAGER’S NOTES:  

Can you believe we are nearly at the end of July already?  It seems like yesterday that we were concerned about getting 
the swimming pool ready and opening buildings for the season.  Every summer, once the 4th of July passes, it is Labor 
Day before we know it.  I now understand what my parents meant when they said, “the older you get, the faster time 
passes.”    
 

Summer at the Camp Ground always brings a controversial subject to the surface.  Mosquito fogging, for some reason, 
seems to bring complaint after complaint.  I recently spoke with 10 residents after the grounds were treated for 
mosquitoes.  Complaints were:  not enough fog, too much fog, did not fog in the area of my cottage, fogged too close to 
my cottage, fogging is done too early, and could not smell the chemicals in the fog.  As previously mentioned, it is not 
necessary for the vendor to travel every street in every direction.  The chemical that is fogged into the air travels up to 
150 feet.  He and I have discussed the Camp Grounds on numerous occasions and, based on his experience, the fogging 
is more than adequate.  He recently told me there are factors contributing to an abundance of mosquitoes on the Camp 
Ground, such as (1) a relatively wet summer (2) many places for mosquitoes to breed and (3) when you reside at the 
Camp Ground, you basically live in the woods, which is ideal for mosquitoes.  One way to reduce the mosquito 
population is to eliminate standing water outside your cottage.  Look at the area around your cottage and remove 
water from anything that would hold water such as toys, buckets, containers, gutters on your cottage, etc.  Remember, 
every little bit helps. 
 

MOSQUITO FOGGING SCHEDULE  
Fogging will take place on Mondays with Tuesday as a rain date. Scheduled fogging dates are: 
 August 10 August 24 September 14 September 28 
Fogging will take place no earlier than 8:30 p.m. Signs will be posted as in the past.  Remember they are using 
chemicals so during fogging times stay indoors and close windows.  Directed Questions to the Office.
